TAKE CARE OF OUR TUMMIES

When switching to Rival cat food from another cat
food, allow 7 to 10 days for the transition. Mix
increasing amounts of Rival cat food with decreasing
amounts of your cat’s previous food until you are
feeding only Rival cat food.
